Currently the software is compiled with the MCP-501 compilers, the MCP-521 compilers and the MCP-541 compilers. You might encounter problems if you are running on a MCP level older than 501.

Each new release provides new features in the software. It is our intention to implement these new features seamless with the existing features and procedures, but in some cases, it is necessary to perform database reorganization and/or a data conversion. 
· The last database reorganization was with release 50.0 in December 2001. 
· The last previous repository-data-conversion was with release 70.1 in November 2007.

Programs of two successive releases are NOT (fully) compatible if a reorganization or conversion is necessary to migrate from one release to the other. 

Release 80.x contains some data conversions.

In some cases, it can be inconvenient for a site to install a new release, and then the site may decide to skip the installation of a release and to wait for a next release. 
It is obvious that the required data-conversions and database reorganizations cannot be skipped. These conversions and reorganizations will automatically be executed in the correct order when a new software release is installed.

The standard installation procedure via RESPECT/SETUP with program RIS/INSTALL and job WFL/RIS/INSTALL performs the correct data-conversions.

	1.2	Installing the mainframe software
Before you start with the installation, we advise you to:
· Read the list with solved tasks.
· Contact ITSforSURE if you have questions about this overview.


[bookmark: _Toc302988036]	1.2.1	Copy new objects from the release DVD and upgrade/create a repository
This procedure performs the following actions:
· Copy the objects form tape and install them in the correct object-location
· Do the necessary data-conversions in the repository 
· Load the new screens and messages in the repository (these are used by the mainframe software) 

Read document “Installation of SURE.doc” (available on the client DVD). This document gives detailed information about the installation procedure.

Log on to Cande with a usercode that is equal to the usercode of the repository that you want to create or upgrade (If you want to create/upgrade a repository under usercode XYZ then log on to Cande with usercode XYZ). 

There are 3 methods available to install the SURE mainframe software (depending on the type of DVD):
1. A wrapped and zipped container file. This container file can be downloaded from the Internet or it can be on the installation DVD. File transfer the container file to the mainframe, unwrap it, and install from disk. The files are placed on disk under usercode INFRA.
a. DO (INFRA)RESPECT/SETUP ON <install-pack>(“<install-pack>(PACK)”)
2. Installation directly from the DVD.
a. COPY (INFRA)RESPECT/SETUP AS RESPECT/SETUP FROM <dvd>
b. DO RESPECT/SETUP
3. Copy the mainframe objects from the DVD to disk, and install from disk.
a. DO (<install-user>)RESPECT/SETUP ON <install-pack>(“<install-pack>(PACK)”)
All methods are well described in the installation document. Choose the correct method and start the set-up process. 

Set-up copies additional files from the DVD and initiates the installation program where the following questions have to be answered:
· Do you want to install: a new repository or upgrade an existing one.
· What objects do you want to install: the RESPECT software, the SURE Explorer interface or both?
· Where do you want to install the objects?
· What are the database family, the dmsupport family and the auditfile family?
· What is your current DMSII release level?
· What is the repository environment?

After all questions have been answered the installation proceeds.
The software is copied from the DVD to disk. Default INFDB description files for DMS releases 541, 531, 521, 511, 501, 491, 481 and 471 are also copied from the DVD to your installation usercode.

The release DVD contains three wrapped container files with SURE mainframe software. 
The only difference between these three container files is that the software is compiled with different versions of the ALGOL compiler and different versions of the INFDB description file.
The layout of database INFDB is not changed December 2001. The only different between the description file versions is that they are compiled with different versions of the DASDL compiler.

The layout of the INFDB is not changed, so there is no database reorganization required. That means that an object which is compiled against the MCP-52 version of the descriptionfile, still runs when the database is upgraded to MCP-53 or higher. Therefore, it is not necessary to recompile all objects when a customer upgrades his INFDB. On the other hand: Unisys does not support very old MCP-versions. That is why we change the description file for our compilations about every two-year: often enough to avoid Unisys de-implementation warnings, but not too often, so that our software stays a long time compatible with the INFDB’s of the customers. 

The MCP version of the INFDB description file that we use for our compilations is always a bit older then the MCP version of our compilers, because the compiled SURE software is delivered to many customers, each with their own MCP and DMS versions.

Notice that the container file SURE80MCP521 contains SURE software that is compiled with a MCP-52 version of the descriptionfile. To run this software it is required that your INFDB is upgraded to MCP level 521 or higher. 

The delivered SURE software may fail with DMS-VERSIONERROR when you run it. In that case, it is necessary to do a ‘dummy’ database upgrade of your INFDB to make your database available for our newly compiled software. Please refer to the SURE manual chapter 9.2.3 ‘(installation) SURE objects and database compatibility’ for a detailed explanation why you get the version error and how to fix this.

The software consists of the following parts:
1. SURE client software.
2. SURE Explorer interface on the mainframe.
3. Other SURE mainframe software.

The release number of your installed software is found in the SUREforWindows explorer via toolbar  help  about:

The above example screen shows two release numbers:
· The release number of the MCP software (80.2 compiled at July 4, 2012 at 10:25:34)
· The client release number (80.2 built at July 9, 2012 at 22:31:48)
Each of these release numbers consists of three parts:
· The major release number (in this case 80). 
· We do not do any database reorganizations or repository-data-conversions as long as the major release number is the same.
· There can be a database reorganization or data conversion between two major releases.
· The minor release number (in this case .2)
· The minor release number guards the compatibility between the client and server within a major release. 
· Sometimes we must make a modification on the client side and on the server side to solve an issue, and then we upgrade the minor release number.
· In other cases, we only have to modify something on the client side or on the mainframe side, and then the minor release number is not raised.
· A timestamp.
· The timestamps are the moments of the build of the mainframe software and the client software.

Client software:
The SURE client software is only compatible with the SURE explorer interface on the mainframe if the major release number and the minor release number are equal.

Please refer to chapter Sure-1902 for more details about the compatibility between the client software and the mainframe software, and for an explanation of the automatic upgrade feature of the client software.

Mainframe:
SURE on the mainframe consists of three parts:
· Database INFDB
· The SURE Explorer interface	(OBJECT/RIS/API/=)
· The general objects			(OBJECT/RESPECT/= and OBJECT/RIS/= )

The style of database INFDB is set by program RESPECT/REPOSITORY(“UPGRADE-REPOSITORY”)

The following compatibility rules apply:
· A 80 style INFDB is only compatible with the 80.x general objects.
· The 80.x general objects are compatible with: 
· The 80.x SURE-Windows interface.
· The 70.x SURE-Windows interface ***.
· The 80.x SURE Explorer interfaces are only compatible with the 80.x general objects.



We advice to upgrade all parts of the SURE software to the same release to ensure optimal performance and results.

The following picture shows the compatibility:
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*** = The 80.x general objects are compatible with the 70.x SURE-Windows Interface, but only if the lastest version of the 70.x SURE-Windows interface is downloaded from the SURE Website and installed, because that version also supports the converted file-functions and file-authors (see Task SURE-2526).

	1.4	Upgrading the SURE software to release 80.x
There are several ways to upgrade to a newer release. Please read the installation manual for details. The preferred method is as follows: 

Upgrade of the SURE mainframe software and the repository:
· ?DISABLE the SURE Explorer interface on the mainframe
· Install the new SURE Explorer interface software on the mainframe under the same usercode and with the same port-number as where the old SURE Explorer interface software is resident. This overwrites the old SURE Explorer interface on the mainframe. 
· Install the new general objects, and upgrade database INFDB to style 80 using the installation job WFL/RIS/INSTALL.
· Install the new client software on each workstation with an upgrade installation. This overwrites the old client software on the workstation.
· When all workstations are upgraded: ?ENABLE the SURE Explorer interface on the mainframe.

Automatic upgrade of the workstations
· Please refer to chapter Sure-1902 for an explanation of the automatic upgrade feature of the client software. 
· The automatic upgrade feature of the client software checks the current version of the client software with the available version of the client software. If both versions are not the same, an installation screen is presented.

Detailed information
Updating the SURE client software may require effort when having a large network. For this reason, SURE supports different styles of installation:
a) Local client installation on each applicable workstation
b) Server based installation with personalized options
c) Full server installation.

Server installations (options b and c)
In the case of a server installation, the SURE PC-software is placed on a central server that is accessed by the workstations of the developers. Because of this central installation, a software update is reasonable easy to install for the first time. Upgrading a server installation to a newer SURE release is cumbersome. 
The trade off for a server installation is that the network throughput must be sufficient (100KBS). It does not support wide area networks with a low bandwidth. 

Local client installations (option a)
In the case of a local client installation, the SURE-PC-software is placed on the workstation of a developer. Installing the SURE PC-software as a local client is very easy for initial and upgrade installations.
The trade off is that it is difficult to synchronize the upgrade to a newer SURE release when the SURE-PC-software is installed locally at many workstations.
 
Solution
SURE checks now the version of the PC-software at logon time and may initiate a local client installation if that is required. This combines the benefits of an easy local client installation with the benefits of a synchronized server installation. 

Example
The following dialog is shown after logon when the versions of the installed client release and the available release for the client do not match.
[image: ]
In this case, the version number of the SURE software on the MCP is 52.2.4.
The version number of the ‘available’ SURE PC-software is also 52.2.4.
The version number of the client software that is now installed on this workstation is 52.1.3.
Obviously, a new version of the mainframe software was installed and the corresponding new version of the client software was ‘made available’. Notice that the version of the mainframe software is not relevant to display the above screen.
 
Click OK to start the installation, which installs the available client software.

Click ‘Cancel’ to skip the installation, however the same message is then issued after the next logon. A possible reason to skip the automatic installation is for example when the developer works at home via a slow modem connection, and he does not want to install the SURE PC-software via that modem (which may take several hours). A solution is to install the PC-software later from a release DVD. It is possible to work with a SURE-client that has another software version number then the CP/NX software, but some actions may issue an error message. 



The about dialog now contains information about the various versions according to the next example:

Technical details and considerations
The following procedure is required to trigger the automatic client installation.

The delivered SURE software package contains the SURE CP/NX modules and the SURE client modules. The two modules are compatible and have the same version number.

The entire installation consists of three steps:
a. Copy the new version of the SURE CP/NX software to the correct location on the mainframe.

b. Define the location of the available client software in SURE:  
	Global Options  field ‘installation location’

c. Copy the new version of the SURE-PC-software (a copy of the DVD image) to that location:

The SURE client software is available in directory ‘\\idrel01\Rd\Next\Ris\A\Sure\Release’
This directory contains three files that control the version number of the release:
· Release.ini
· Format.ini
· Build.ini

The number in file Release.ini defines the first part of the software version number (52 in the first example). This number is raised by one with every major release (about 1 time per year)

The number in file Format.ini defines the middle part of the software version number (2 in the first example). This number is raised by one if the layout of the interface between PC and mainframe is changed.

The number in file Build.ini defines the last part of the software version number (4 in the first example). This number is raised by one if modifications are made in the SURE PC software. 

If any of the three files (step c) is missing, or if the installed location (step b) is not defined, then the automatic installation dialog is skipped.

RFW.INI
It is possible to install multiple instances of SUREforWindows on one PC. Information about each SUREforWindows installation is kept in file RFW.INI in the Windows directory. The following example RFW.INI file contains information about two installations: an installation for the ‘Infra’ repository and an installation for a ‘Demo’ repository.

When a SUREforWindows client is installed for the first time on a PC, the installation process asks for a program folder name. This program folder name is used for three purposes:
· Create a program folder in the Windows startup menu
· This name becomes the title of the SUREforWindows client (in the title bar)
· This name is placed in the AW_OBJ.INI file ([global]title)
· This name is used as a key for the RFW.INI file
The automatic installation searches for an application with the program folder name in the RFW.INI file. If the program folder name is not found in the RFW.INI file, then the automatic installation is aborted with an error message. If the program folder name is found, then the software is installed in the directory that is defined for the program folder name.
Example
A user starts ‘SURE for Windows\Demo’ and logs on. An automatic installation is required and the user clicks on the OK button to start it. The automatic installation is started with parameter ‘SURE for Windows\Demo’. The automatic installation process opens the RFW.INI file and searches for application ‘SURE for Windows\Demo’. If that application is found then the software is installed in the directory that is defined in paragraph [SURE for Windows\Demo]. This is directory C:\Sure\Demo

The SURE browser offers now a function that expands the file-tree to the first path that contains a file with a specific last node

[bookmark: _Toc302988046]	Sure-2381	Batch function to check the resources used for compilation
We created a batch function to check that programs are compiled with the latest version of each copy-book. 

Detailed information
This function checks the following for each program:
· The compile-timestamp of the program is compared with the save/transfer-timestamp of each of its copy-books. 
· If the timestamp of the copy-book is after the compile-timestamp of the program, the program name is displayed.
· Optionally, the program is added to the compile queue.

Run the program as follows:

RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY("CHECK-COMPILED [PUT]");TASKSTRING=<environment>

If parameter PUT is used, the displayed program is placed into the compile queue.

Technical details and considerations
In normal circumstances, the SURE-integrity mechanism enforces that all programs are compiled with the latest version of all copy files. If a copy file is changed, then all programs that use it are recompiled. However, in the following cases the integrity mechanism is overruled, and then this batch-function is useful:
· If a compile queue is manually purged. All integrity information is then removed as well.
· In the case that a copy-file or program is marked with skip-integrity.
· In the case that the integrity mechanism is not activated.



[bookmark: _Toc302988047]	Sure-2395	Button ‘Compile Impact’ on the transfer screen
Button "compile impact" on the task transfer screen gives the compile impact of the task on a target environment after the task is transferred to that environment. So it answers the question: what will be compiled extra when I transfer this task?

The following files are returned in the list: 
· Files that must be compiled on the target-environment because of the task but who are not yet compiled.

Example
Consider the following environments: DEV, TST, ACC, PRD

The following actions were done for task T1:
· Program P-AA is changed in DEV because of task T1
· Task T1 is transferred to environments TST and ACC
· The evening batch is ran for environment TST
· Task T1 is reactivated to DEV
· File P-BB is changed in DEV because of T1

After these actions, button "Compile Impact" shows the following programs: 
· for environment DEV: 
· programs P-AA and P-BB (because both programs are not yet compiled in DEV) 
· for environment TST: 
· program P-BB (because P-AA is already compiled in TST and therefore skipped in the list, and P-BB will be compiled after the task is transferred to TST) 
· for environment ACC: 
· programs P-AA and P-BB (because P-AA is transferred to ACC but not yet compiled, and P-BB will be compiled after the task is transferred to ACC) 
· for environment PRD: 
· programs P-AA and P-BB (because both programs will be compiled after the task is transferred to PRD)



[bookmark: _Toc302988048]	Sure-2401	Improve the check on copy-files at task-transfer
Old method:
· When a task is transferred to a higher environment, then the copy-files of all sources that are linked to the task are checked. A warning is given for the copy-files that don’t exist in the target environment, because that will cause problems at compile-time.

This check is cumbersome in the case that a “supplier” include-file is referenced which is not stored in the repository. A supplier include-file is for example a Unisys-copybook, or a standard C++ include-file, or MicroFocus CBLTYPES.CPY, etcetera.

New Method:
· In the case of a “supplier” include-file, which is not stored in any environment in the repository, the warning is only given when the task is transferred from the lowest (DEVELOP) environment to the next level.

The ‘list delta file’ screen contains now a new button 'save as'. With this button it is possible to copy the content of the delta file to a text file in the temp directory. This text file can then be used to copy paste pieces of the source.

Detailed information
We upgraded the SURE mainframe software to MCP level 521: all programs are recompiled with the MCP-521 compilers against a 521-style description file. For the convenience of our users we support previous MCP-releases as well, via the SURE website. 

You can use the following program to check if it is DMS-compatible with your INFDB-repository:
	RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY("CHECK-REPOSITORY-LEVEL")

If the program runs ok, then the software of the same container file is compatible with your INFDB database.

If the program aborts (with DMOPEN error), then you have to do a DMS-upgrade of you repository, to make it compatible with the software. You can find details in chapter 9.2.3 of the installation manual.


If necessary, you can make your INFDB repository compatible with the SURE software via the following steps:  
· Stop all programs that use the database and wait until the database is stopped.

· Contact your database administrator and 

· Make an offline dump of the repository.

· Log-on with CANDE and switch to the usercode/pack where the repository is installed.

· Save the current DM-software:
· COPY DMSUPPORT/INFDB AS OLD/DMSUPPORT/INFDB
· COPY RECINSTRUCT/INFDB AS OLD/RECONSTRUCT/INFDB
· COPY DESCRIPTION/INFDB AS OLD/DESCRIPTION/INFDB
· COPY INFDB/CONTROL AS OLD/INFDB/CONTROL

· Override the current description file with the mother description file of the correct dms-level:
· COPY (INFRA)RELEASE/DESCRIPTION/INFDB/INFRA/DMS<level> AS DESCRIPTION/INFDB

· Compile your own dasdl against the mother description file:
· GET DASDL/INFDB
· Check that $ SET ZIP is defined in the dasdl
· Check that $ RESET DMCONTROL is defined in the dasdl
· Check that UPDATE is defined in the dasdl
· COMPILE AS $INFDB

· Ignore all compilation warnings such as "location changed" and "reorganization required" because your database is already in that state. The only purpose of this dasdl compilation is to create a description-file with your database-locations and physical attributes but with the original dataset timestamps of the mother description file.

· Check the number of the last audit file.

· Upgrade the database control file, using the number of the last audit file
· RUN SYSTEM/DMCONTROL("DB=(<your-usercode>)INFDB ON <your-pack> RECOVER INITIALIZE")
· Overwrite control file = YES
· AX the current audit file number
· No tape directory

· Done!!

Please notice that you did not do a real reorganization, as nothing has been changed in the database-data-files. So, you can always restore the saved DM-software and start all over again.



[bookmark: _Toc302988051]	Sure-2420	Batch function to mark a group a files, including copy-files
We created a batch function to mark all copy-file of a previously selected group of files. This function can be used in the SURE compile batch. 

The procedure works as follows:
1. (optional) Use function Multi-Relate to mark a group of programs with a specific class/asset relation.

2. RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY("SELECT-FILES CLASS=<class> ASSET=<asset> FUNCTION=MARK-COPYFILES"); 
This selects all sources with the class/asset relation and adds that same class/asset relation to all copyfiles of those selected sources. So, the result is a complete set of sources and copy-files that are all marked with the same class/asset relation

3. You can use this relation in a next step in the SURE compile batch, for example you can dump those files via RESPECT/SURE/DUMP(“<class>”,”<asset>”).



[bookmark: _Toc302988052]	Sure-2423	Integrate CVS server into SURE
CVS support for SURE was previously implemented as a separate process that ran under the control of SURE. Now this CVS server is integrated into SURE, with the same functionality.

Detailed information
In the previous implementation, the SURE-CVS interface ran as a separate process under the control of SURE. The SURE-browser interface was visible for the user, and that ‘invited’ him to work with this SURE-browser, also when CVS-commands were being processed at the same time. 

This concurrent method of working could cause unpredictable issues. In general, it is unwise to use the browser’s interface while CVS commands are running, as they may interfere with each other.

To keep the SURE browser available while safely acting as a CVS server, a new browser mode has been introduced. In this “iconized” mode, the SURE browser will not be visible, but a system tray icon ([image: ]) will be visible, indicating the SURE browser is running. 

The SURE-icon appears as follows in the notification area of the Windows task bar:

Clicking on this tray icon will show an option to show or hide the browser:

This makes it possible to perform incidental manual actions on the SURE browser while no CVS commands are running, and afterwards to hide it again, to avoid accidental use of it while CVS commands may be executed.

If the SURE-browser interface has to be used frequently, and concurrently with CVS-commands, we recommend installing a second version of the SURE-browser on the same workstation:
· The first installation is iconized and used by Eclipse to process CVS-commands.
· The second installation is not iconized and used interactively by the user.
Both installations are totally independent of each other.

Technical details and considerations
This browser mode is instantiated by the following settings of the AW_OBJ.INI file. Because of the changed implementation some old settings have to be removed from the INI-file and some new settings have to be added.

Delete the following settings:
· In paragraph [GLOBAL]
PSERVER=<number>
CVS=TRUE
· In paragraph [CVS]
MAXMEM=<max-memory-usage>   (this option is deimplemented)

Add the following settings:
· [CVS]
PORT=4401
ROOT=/SURE
· Add to paragraph [SURE]
ICONIZED=TRUE

· All copy-files + the corresponding project and resource parameters.

This overview is handy for debugging purposes.

Currently, calls to a DCIS backend will block this interface until an answer is received. This may reduce performance when multiple SURE services want to use a DCIS backend.
This patch resolves this problem.

Detailed information

Synchronously executed calls to a backend using the WANI interface (DCIS protocol) will block this interface until an answer is received. Because of this, concurrent services in SURE, such as the SURE browser and a CVS server, cannot use this interface simultaneously, even if multiple LFIs at the backend are available to handle requests.
This patch allows different threads to have completely separate access to the WANI interface, allowing them to make synchronous backend calls that will only block themselves, not other threads also requesting WANI access.
If these requests are handled by a single LFI at the backend, this will still cause all threads to be blocked (queued) by the first request being handled.

It is now possible to place hyperlinks in the variable task information blocks: task information, solution, documentation impact, and reminder. This can, for example, be an URL of a SharePoint page, where more information about this task (for example a detailed analysis) can be found.

The layout of the bindinfo was changed under MCP53. As a result, the timestamp of an object that caused a binderror was not reported any more by program RESPECT/SURE/FINISH. This is now solved. The errorfile of the bind shows now the release-id and the timestamp of the bindobject that caused the error.


Detailed information
In RESPECT/SURE/FINISH we compress the binderinfo into a more readable error file which is then saved in SURE. RESPECT/SURE/FINISH was not able to read the new layout of the bind info.

Technical details and considerations
New extra syntax is added so we can handle the old MCP and the new MCP-53 syntax. 

This patch is available in SURE release 70 and later.

It is now possible to create an overview of programs without run-information, to select programs that never ran in the operational environment. This overview can be used as a help to clean up the repository.

The manual specification of a resource location on the check-out screen is extended to 4 possible locations:
1. My usercode 
2. The resource location of my current environment 
3. The resource location of the environment next to my current environment

Detailed information
If a file that belongs to a system with resource-versioning-enabled is checked-out, a special version of the check-out dialogue is shown, where you can override the default resource locations.

Each copy-file that is used in the source is mentioned in the list of used resources.

· Button [defaults] sets the resource-locations of all resources to their defaults
· Button [Modify] works only for a single resource that is first selected in the list, and it toggles through 4 possible resource locations: 
1. My usercode 
2. The resource location of my current environment 
3. The resource location of the environment next to my current environment 
4. The resource location of the environment where the task gets status solved.
5. Back to number 1.

At check-out the resources in the source-file are qualified with the resource location. For example, the include-files in COPY-statements obtain temporarily a usercode and a pack-name that refer to a resource-location. A compilation started by the developer can now successfully find the resources in the correct locations. 

At check-in the resource qualifications are removed from the COPY-statements, so the source-file that is stored in SURE never contains these extra qualifications.

During the SURE build process, names of the script, error and list files are automatically generated.
This patch gives the user some level of control over the naming of these files.

Technical details and considerations

A number of entries can be added to the INI file to control naming of build related files.
The values of these entries contain a simple way to include the name of the current build target by including the literal <> in the value.
For example, FILESCRIPTNAME=Do_<>_Build.bat will expand to the build script name Do_TEST_Build.bat when building the target TEST.SLN .

The following entries can be defined in the AW_OBJ.INI file:

SURE offers the concept that resources (like copy-files) can be qualified automatically with a predefined resource location. This happens when a resource belongs to an application system that differs from the program’s system, and where the program has to use a stable resource.

Refer to chapter resource versioning for details.

SURE offers now new methods to qualify “nested” resources. Nested resources are for example copy-files that are declared within other copy-files. This is possible in C85 and ALGOL. 

In the case of nested copy-statements in a copy-file, the copy-file itself is placed in the resource-location, and the copy-statements inside that copy-file are qualified with the usercodes and pack names of their resource-locations. There can be a conflict with those nested qualifications if a nested copy-file belong to a different system than the copy-file itself.

The following methods are now available, depending on an option:

1. The old-style mode, where resources in a copy-file in the resource-location are all qualified with that same resource location. This mode is enabled via the following relation:
	Environment = 0
	Entity = OPTION
	Owner = RESOURCE-VERSION
	Class = OPTION
	Asset = PREVIOUS

2. The new-style mode, where resources in a copy-file in the resource-location are qualified according to the same resource-rules as when that copy-file is checked-out. Resources of a different system are qualified with the resource-location of that other system on the applicable resource environment. This mode is enabled via the following relation:
	Environment = 0
	Entity = OPTION
	Owner = RESOURCE-VERSION
	Class = OPTION
	Asset = RESOURCE-VERSION

3. The default RIS_70 resource mode, where a resource in a copy-file in the resource-location is qualified with the default resource location of its own system. This mode is by default enabled when the two other modes are not enabled.

Detailed information
The three methods are described via an example. Each method has its own advantages and disadvantages,

Example
Consider the following case:
· There are two systems:
· System FO with program FO/PS/00 and copy-files FO/CC/03
· System FP with program FP/PS/00 and copy-files FP/CC/01 and FP/CC/02
· Development is done in environment DEVELOP
· INTEGRATION is an environment with stable resources
· The resource-locations of FP are
DEVELOP :        (FP) ON DEVPK
INTEGRATION:  * ON INTPK
· The resource locations of FO are
DEVELOP:         (FO) ON DEVPK
INTEGRATION:  * ON INTPK

Source FP/PS/00 uses copy-file FP/CC/01
Source FO/PS/00 uses copy-file FP/CC/01
Copy-file FP/CC/01 uses copy-files FP/CC/02 en FO/CC/03

The issue of this task is the way how the nested resources in copy-file FP/CC/01 are qualified. Notice that FP/CC/01 is a resource by itself, and therefore resident in the resource location of its system, where it is visible for the compilers.

The resource-location of FP in DEVELOP is only used by sources en copyfiles in DEVELOP with system = FP
The resource-location of FP in INTEGRATION is only used by sources en copyfiles in DEVELOP with system not equal to FP


Method 1, the old style method:
In this case the nested resources in a copy-file in the resource-location are all qualified with that same resource location.

Copyfile FP/CC/01 in the resource-location of DEVELOP has the following content:
COPY “(FP)FP/CC/02 ON DEVPK” 
COPY “(FP)FO/CC/03 ON DEVPK” 
· Both copy-statements are qualified with the resource-location of FP in DEVELOP because copyfile FP/CC/01 itself belongs to system FP. 
· Please notice that the resource-locations of FO and FP in DEVELOP are not equal and that is why copyfile FO/CC/03 (which belongs to FO) must be placed manually into this FP-resource-location.

· Both copy-statements are qualified with the resource-location of FP in INTEGRATION because copyfile FP/CC/01 itself belongs to system FP. 
· Please notice that the resource-locations of FO and FP in DEVELOP are equal and that is why copyfile FO/CC/03 (which belongs to FO) is automatically available for FP.

If source FP/PS/00 is checked-out then its copy-statements are qualified as follows:
COPY “(FP)FP/CC/01 ON DEVPK” (used from DEVELOP because the system of the copyfile matches the system of the source (both FP)) 
· and that copy-file contains the following nested copy-statements:

Disadvantage: The FP-source uses an FO-copy-file from an invalid location. If the copy-statement was used it the source itself, this copy-file would have been qualified as COPY “*FO/CC/03 ON INTPK”. This must be solved by copying that copyfile manually from the resource location of FO in INTEGRATION to the resource location of FP in DEVELOP.

If source FO/PS/00 is checked-out then its copy-statements are qualified as follows:
COPY “*FP/CC/01 ON DEVPK” (used from INTEGRATION because the of the copy-file differs from the system of the source (FP versus FO)) 
· and that copy-file contains the following nested copy-statements:
COPY “*FP/CC/02 ON INTPK” 
COPY “*FO/CC/03 ON INTPK” 
· Disadvantage: The FO-source uses an FO-copy-file from INTEGRATION in stead of DEVELOP. If the copy-statement was used it the source itself, this copy-file would have been qualified as COPY “(FO)FO/CC/03 ON DEVPK”. 



Method 2, the new style method
In this case, the nested resources in a copy-file in the resource-location are qualified according to the same resource-rules as when that copy-file is checked-out. Resources of a different system are qualified with the resource-location of that other system on the applicable resource environment.

Copyfile FP/CC/01 in the resource-location of DEVELOP has the following content:
COPY “(FP)FP/CC/02 ON DEVPK” 
COPY “*FO/CC/03 ON INTPK” 
· The FP-copy-statement is qualified with the resource location of FP in DEVELOP, because it belongs to the same system as copy-file FP/CC/01
· The FO-copy-statement is qualified with the resource location of FO in INTEGRATION, because it belongs to another system as copy-file FP/CC/01
· Please notice that each copy-statement is qualified with a valid resource location, so there are no manual actions required.

Copyfile FP/CC/01 in the resource-location of INTEGRATION has the following content:
COPY “*FP/CC/02 ON INTPK” 
COPY “*FO/CC/03 ON INTPK”

This must be solved as follows:
· First do a check-out of copy-file FP/CC/01 and choose on the check-out screen the correct resource-location for the nested copy-files. SURE will lead you in this.
· Then do a check-out of the source itself, and that will qualify copy-file FP/CC/01 with its check-out location.
· When the changes in the source are done:
· Do a check-in for the source
· Do an undo check-out for copy-file FP/CC/01.


Conclusion: method 2 is the preferred method, because it has the least disadvantages.

We created a procedure to reload old tasks that were deleted by accident.

The following new functions were developed to support this procedure:
· RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY(“DUMP-REPOSITORY ONLY-TASKS”);
	This dumps all solved task into a dump-load file.

· RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY(“DUMP-INFO-CLASS <class>”);
	This dumps all info of type <class> into a dump-load file.

· RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY(“LOAD-INFO-CLASS <class>”);
	This loads the content of a dump-load file as info with type <class>.


Detailed information
The full procedure is as follows:
1. Restore an old backup of the repository and install an instance of the SURE software for this repository.

2. Dump all solved tasks from the old (temporarily restored) repository:
	RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY("DUMP-REPOSITORY ONLY-TASKS");
	This creates a file RESPECT/DUMP/TRANSFER

3. Dump all history info from an old (temporarily restored) repository:

We created a batch function to check the content of environments: 
· Sources that belong to a system that has excluded environment are removed from those environments by the batch function.
· Sources that are wrongly not available in an environment, are recovered from the next higher environment

Detailed information
The SURE repository is sub-divided in environment. By default, each system that is defined in SURE spans all environments, but it is possible to exclude one or more environments for a specific system.

A source that belongs to a system that contains excluded environments should not exist in those environments. However, it was reported that some sources were not correctly removed in an excluded environment. So, when the environment was re-activated the old “wrong” version suddenly became available.

The new batch function can be used when an environment is excluded or included for a system to check all files of that system.

Run the program as follows:
	RESPECT/REPOSITORY("CHECK-SYSTEM-ENVIRONMENTS <system>");

The following is done:
· For excluded environments: all files of the defined system will be physically deleted on those environments. Delta files are also deleted from the excluded environment.
· For included environment: all files which are wrongly not available in an active environment will be recovered from the first non-excluded environment above.

When a modified source is checked-in, SURE places the version-number of the source and the initials of the developer in the mark-id of each changed line. This information is helpful to determine which source-lines are changed when, why and by whom.

It happens often that an existing source is used as a starting point for a new program, and all the existing mark-id’s that actually referred to the template source remained in the new program. That was confusing.

This new method makes it easier to see which sources lines are really changed since the starting point of that source.

Detailed information

Creating a branch
Rightclick on the environment that has to be branched  New

· Enter the name of the new branch in field ‘Environment’ 
· The screen (including the tab sheets) is prefilled with the attributes of the source environment. They must be changed to values that support the new branch. This is especially important for the work-location (usercode/pack) and the SURE-batch-location (usercode/pack)

The screen offers three methods to create a new environment
· Copy an existing environment downwards
· Fields ‘Environment above new environment’ + ‘Copy downwards’
· In this case, the main development line is extended with a new environment. This new environment becomes a stage in the full development life cycle. 

· Copy an existing environment upwards
· Fields ‘Environment below new environment’ + ‘Copy upwards’
· In this case, the main development line is extended with a new environment. This new environment becomes a stage in the full development life cycle. 
· Methods ‘copy downwards’ and ‘copy upwards’ both create a new environment in the main life cycle, but with copy-downwards, the new environment is filled with more stable file-versions.

· Create a branch
· Field ‘Branch of Environment’ 
· In this case, an existing environment is copied as a branch. The branch is not part of the main development line. 
· A branch is for example a release. The status of the application software in a specific environment at a certain point in time.

The following picture shows the result of the three methods:

Branching an environment can be done in two ways:
· Create the branch as a complete copy of the source environment. 
· In this case, individual systems can be excluded from the branch. This must be done at via the system properties.

· Create the branch as an empty environment.

Working with branches
A branch is basically a regular environment, and almost all functions that work on a regular environment work also for a branch environment: Check-out, check-in, delta-files, tasks, the SURE-batch, etcetera: it is all supported in a branch environment.

The most typical aspect of a branch environment is that it is not part of the main development life-cycle. If a task is transferred in the main line (from development to production, and all the environments in between), then the branch is not affected. The sources that are modified because of the task are not copied to the branches.

Changing a source in a branch also requires a task, but in this case the work-environment of that task is the branch-environment. It is not possible to transfer a task from a branch environment to the main life-cycle, so source-modifications in a branch cannot accidentally overwrite sources in the main line.

A source-modification in a branch is basically a patch on an earlier release of the system. Via function ‘Reprocess Quick-fix’ these patches can be applied to the main development line (similar as when a quick-fix in production is reprocessed to the develop environment).

It is always possible to compare the source-content with a version in another environment, also if these are branches, and also if the source is checked-out.


Source-files and copy-books of an excluded system do not appear in a branch. It may happen that a source of system SYSA references a copy-book that belongs to system SYSB, and that SYSB is excluded in the branch. If RESPECT/SURE/COMPILE has to compile the sources of SYSA in the branch then it use the missing copy-books from the environment from which the branch was created. In the example screen-shot on the previous page: RESPECT/SURE/COMPILE that runs for branch 8REL568 uses the missing copy-books from environment NEXTREL.


Creating a branch life-cycle
It is also possible to define a life-cycle of environments for a branch
[image: ]


The rule is now: 
· Tasks of the main life-cycle (DEVELOP  TEST  PRODUCTION) are not transferred to the branches
· Tasks of the branch life-cycle (DEV-REL10  PROD-REL10) are not transferred to the main environments.
· After a branch-task is transferred to PROD-REL10 it can be reprocessed to the main life cycle with function reprocess quick-fix.


Technical details and considerations
The total amount of environments and branches is 30.




[bookmark: _Toc302988066]	Sure-2515	Log-on authentication via Kerberos
SURE supports now the automatic log-on authentication via Kerberos.

Kerberos is a network authentication system. It is of particular use in securing client-server communications over a network where messages might be intercepted, altered, or replayed. In the case of SURE we use Kerberos as a secured authentication and log-on method where passwords are not sent across the network.


Detailed information
SURE-Kerberos authentication requires that the user’s Windows account is mapped to an MCP usercode (this is done in the userdatafile).

If SURE-Kerberos authentication is enabled the following happens:
· The log-on and authentication is done based on the user’s Windows account, so the usercode does not have to enter a usercode/password. The SURE log-on screen only appears for a few seconds, but the log-on itself is done automatically. The Kerberos method enforces that no passwords are sent across the network.
· After the logon, SURE automatically connects the user to his MCP usercode. (the same usercode that the user used for the log-on when SURE-Kerberos was not enabled).


Technical details and considerations
Please refer to the “ClearPath Kerberos Security Configuration and Administration Guide: for detail about Kerberos security, and how to configure an MCP system to use Kerberos.

As soon as the MCP system is well defined to use Kerberos (you can check that with some example program that are supplied by Unisys via the Security SDK), it is possible to configure Kerberos authentication and log-on in SURE. 

The SURE-Kerberos log-on and authentication method is enabled if the Kerberos Domain is defined in SURE. This must be done on the global options screen:
	Rightclick on folder ‘Environment’  Global Options  Tab ‘Security’

The Kerberos Domain must be the fully qualified hostname of the MCP host in the realm, preceded with the service-id.
In this example:
· Service-id = host
· Fully qualified hostname = MCPSURE.itsforsure.local

Reset Kerberos in SURE
It may happen that the current setting of the Kerberos Domain is invalid. In that case nobody will be able to log-on to SUREforWindows anymore, because if a Kerberos Domain is defined in SURE (even if it is a wrong name), then the log-on must go via Kerberos, but the log-on will then fail because of the invalid Kerberos Domain.

Via a batch function it is possible to clear the setting of the Kerberos Domain, which allows a regular log-on via MCP-usercode/password.

RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY("RESET-KERBEROS")
This displays the current setting of the Kerberos Domain

RUN RESPECT/REPOSITORY("RESET-KERBEROS DELETE")
This clears the current setting of the Kerberos Domain



[bookmark: _Toc302988067]	Sure-2524	Allow to the build on windows platform from the SURE batch
This paragraph describes the configuration of how to start a build on windows platform from the SURE compile program (RESPECT/SURE/COMPILE) that runs on the MCP.

Detailed information
Program RESPECT/SURE/COMPILE can start a job via a START-JOB mechanism. Now it is possible to link a START-JOB to the name of a build-server. SURE-compile starts that job when a PC-source which is connected to that build-server is in de build queue. 

This method has two advantages: 
· The build on the Windows platform is automatically started
· The PC-build results are used in the integrity-check of RESPECT/SURE/COMPILE. COMPILE waits until the PC-build is completed. It may happen that PC-programs and MCP-programs are changed because of the same task, and that the SURE integrity mechanism must cover both platforms. If a PC-build fails with syntax-errors, then MCP-programs that are modified because of the same task will not be deployed, until the syntaxerror is fixed.

Technical details and considerations
Part of the configuration must be done on the MCP and another part on the Windows server where the SURE build server is installed.

Configuration on the MCP platform:

· Start SUREforWindows
· Open the properties screen of start-job WFL/AT_BUILD_SERVER
· Click on button Configuration  Start-Job  Started-By to go to screen “start-job connected programs”
· Click on button New

· Enter the name of the logical build-server and click on OK. The logical build server is the build-server that is also assigned to PC-files in SURE

The start-job works as follows:
· The start-job run program SYSTEM/NXSERVICES/PCDRIVER with parameter

· <ip-addr> = the ip-address of the Windows-server where the SURE build server is installed.

· SYSTEM/NXSERVICES/PCDRIVER passes that parameter to a Launcher program on the Windows-build-server
· The Launcher program executes the parameter as a DOS-command.

Configuration on the Windows build-server:

The first step is the installation and configuration of the Launcher on the Windows build server. The Launcher is a Windows application and it executes Dos commands.

The installation of the Launcher:

Detailed information
The SAVEBACKUPFILE attribute is functionally synonymous with the SAVEPRINTFILE attribute for printer backup files. It has no effect on non-backup files.

SAVEPRINTFILE is the preferred attribute. Using the SAVEBACKUPFILE attribute causes a run-time warning about future de-implementations. For more information, refer to SAVEPRINTFILE in the Unisys file-attributes manual.

Technical details and considerations
This change is also added as a patch in RIS/SURE release 70.

Move the versioned file-attributes AUTHOR and FUNCTION to the global environment.

Detailed information
Previously the FUNCTION and AUTHOR attributes were versioned. It required a task to change the author/function and by transferring the task the new value was copied to the higher environments.

The problem was that this method introduced unwanted task-overlaps. 
For example: 
· Suppose a source is already modified because of task T1, but the modifications are still under unit-test, so task T1 cannot be promoted yet to higher environments.
· The author of the source is changed under task T2, which links the source also to that task, creating a task-overlap between tasks T1 and T2.
· Task T2 is not yet allowed to be transferred because the source is still in unit-test for task T1. So, task T2 is blocked until the unit-test of T1 is completed.

The author and function attributes are only in the repository for documentation purposes. SURE does not contain any procedures based on the content or changed content of these attributes. That made it possible to move the versioned file-attributes AUTHOR and FUNCTION to the global environment. 

The new method is: the file attributes AUTHOR and FUNCTION are stored in the global environment. Changing the values of these attributes does not require a task and the source is not linked to any task when the value is changed. Changing the value has immediately effect in all environments.



[bookmark: _Toc302988070]	Sure-2528	Allow to define multiple functions for a file
It is now possible to define multiple functions for a single file.

Detailed information
The function attribute is only used for documentation purposes. SURE does not contain any automatic procedures based on the function attribute. Sites can choose any function-name they like and link it to a filename.

It is now possible to link multiple functions to a file via the modify properties screen:
<file-name>  properties  button Maintenance  Modify properties

· Add an extra function by placing the ‘+’ sign immediately in front of the function value.
· Remove an existing function by placing the ‘–’ sign in front of the value.
· If you change the function-name but you don’t use the + or – sign then the value on the screen will be replaced by the new value.
